Founded in 1993 by Austin artist Sam Coronado, The Serie Project

is a nonprofit organization that offers free printmaking facilities and
housing for about 8 -15 artists per year through a one week Artist In
Residence program. During their stay, an artist produces an edition of
50 prints in a collaborative workshop setting with a Master Printer. In
choosing participants, the Serie Project strives to promote the work of
local Latino or Latin American artists with two-thirds being Latino or of
Latin American descent and 60% coming from Austin or surrounding
areas in Texas. The mission of this organization is to further the careers
of local print artists in support of the Austin community and to provide
low-cost access to prints to artists and the public. The Serie Project
has also made a presence in the national and international art markets
through exhibitions abroad as well as hosting numerous artists from
around the world.
